 Northstar Church College Ministry

Article I – Name
The name of the organization shall be Northstar Church College Ministry and the nickname shall be Wave.

Article II – Purpose/Mission Statement
* Section 1 – The goal of this group is to build eternal relationships that help people find their way home to Jesus Christ.  The purpose of this group is to bring the Gospel of Jesus Christ to the students of KSU, to promote Christian character and build Christian relationships. 

Article III – Affiliations
* Section 1- As a registered student organization at Kennesaw State University, the Northstar Church College Ministry agrees to comply with all policies, rules and regulations emanating from Kennesaw State University, including, but not limited to, the KSU non-discrimination policy, non-hazing policy, Student Codes of Conduct, and requirements set forth by the Department of Student Activities. The Northstar Church College Ministry will also abide by all federal, state, and local laws.”
* Section 2 – This group is affiliated with Northstar Church, 3413 Blue Springs Road, Kennesaw, Ga. 30144.

Article IV – Membership
* Section 1 –This organization is open to all KSU students and Georgia Highlands College Marietta students. The elected council will be the ones voting on organizational matters. The whole group will vote on the council.
* Section 2- Active members of Northstar Church College Ministry are not required to pay dues.  Everyone is welcome as long as they cooperate with the general spirit and purpose of the group as outlined in this constitution. To be come a member they must fill out a new member form at their first meeting.

Article V – Officers/Executive Board
* Section 1 –The officers of this organization shall be President, Reservation Delegate, Treasurer, and Communications.
a. President- The president will be responsible for planning the weekly meetings and helping out with the Northstar College Pastor in any way. They will be the person that will handle any problems or situations that occur before, after or during the meetings. T
b.  Vice President. The vice president will be in charge of scheduling volunteers, and worship leaders. They will also be in charge of having the materials ready for small groups during the weekly meetings
c. Treasurer- The treasurer will be responsible for all financial activity of the organization including maintaining an accurate balance of the organization’s finances, and budgeting the finances when expenses are made.
d. Reservation Delegate- The Reservations Delegate will be in charge of scheduling all on campus events and reserving rooms for these events.
e. Communications- Communications will be in charge of any type of social media or advertising that the college ministry needs to be done.
* Section 2 – Officers must be hardworking, a volunteer for many projects and show a reflection of their faith through their actions at Wave and around campus.
* Section 3 – This position will be held for a calendar year. This position can be held indefinitely unless another student member submits an application to take a position at the end of the calendar year. This will be evaluated by council and voted on by the organization’s student body.

Article VI – Elections
* Section 1– Elections will be held in case there is a tie for one position. Each position will be voluntary. If two members are going for the same position, and election will be held

They will submit an application to the previous council to allow for the new election to happen.
Section 3 – The officers will be chosen by the student members and will be completely voluntary. They will go through an interview and application process to be chosen.

Article VII – Meetings
Section 1 – Meetings will be held once a week at Northstar Church weekly on Tuesday nights from 8pm – 9:30 pm.
Group meetings will be held weekly where praise and worship, growth and outreach will be conducted. There will also be small group environment for discipleship, bible study and discussion.

Article VIII– Advisors
*Section 1 – The advisor for Northstar Church College Ministry will be a mentor for students in our organization. The faculty/staff advisor is welcome to attend and participate in any or all meetings and activities of Northstar Church College Ministry
Section 2 – The faculty/staff advisor selected by the council will be one who shared and upholds our beliefs and  purposes of this organization and is an active member of Northstar church. If these values are not held up the advisor will be changed. An advisor may serve for an infinite term, and does not need to be confirmed annually or semi-annually.


Article X – Non-Discrimination Policy
This organization does not discriminate on the basis of race, sex, age, disability, marital status, citizenship or any other characteristic protected by law. 
There are no dues requirements to become or retain membership in this group. There may, however, from time to time be optional group events such as dinners, mission trips, etc. where payment may be necessary.

Article XI – Constitutional Amendments
This constitution may be amended at any time if more than 50 % of the student members vote to change it. Proposed amendments may be submitted in written form to the council of Northstar Church College Ministry.
